GENERAL

Bidder's Attention:


1.
Equipment catalogued as standard shall be furnished and included in the purchase price of unit bid.


2.
Equipment shall comply with the State of California and Federal Industrial Safety Orders and Vehicle Codes.


3.
In the event equipment offered does not fully comply with the City of Type in name of your city specifications, the bidder shall state in writing, at the time of the bid opening, wherein vehicle bid does not meet specifications.  



NOTE:  Exceptions to the bid specifications must be itemized and justified in writing by the Sales/Fleet Manager in a separate letter and/or space available on specification sheets.


4.
Equipment bid must conform to the City of Type in name of your city Noise Ordinance; "...no individual piece of equipment shall produce a noise level exceeding       DBA (A scale) at a distance of 25 feet".


5.
Vendor may supply all of one manufacturer's model, or a combination of models and brands.


6.
Upon delivery, it shall be the seller's responsibility to provide any evidence necessary that the equipment fully meets all the requirements of this specification.  Delivery within 30 calendar days of bid award.  Delivery date can be extended with City approval.


7.
A minimum warranty period of 12 months covering parts and labor is required from the seller.  Since additional warranty coverage will receive consideration in the bid evaluation, all bid responses shall include extent of warranty coverage and applicable "deductibles" for extended warranties. 


8.
City may accept or reject all or any portion from bid items.


9.
Bidder will furnish technical data on all vehicles and equipment.        

10.
Bidder shall furnish four (4) sets of keys with each vehicle, plus two (2) owner's manuals and one set of service and repair manuals. 

11.
Bidder shall include the City on any mailing lists that cover technical bulletins; all mail to be delivered to: Equipment Manager, type in your address, Type in name of your city, CA  94544-1495.

12.
Vendor shall provide detailed written information on all pertinent aspects of equipment proposed, including powertrain and related systems performance data, capacities, dimensions and available options not called for in this request.  Further, manufacturer's illustrations and brochures of proposed equipment shall be part of the bid response.

13.
Bidder shall specify delivery date for equipment.  Delivery time will be considered during bid evaluation.

14.
The City will evaluate bids on costs, technical compatibility with specification, operational needs, fleet uniformity, warranty coverage, and delivery time.

The above prices are F.O.B. City of Type in name of your city Equipment Management Division, type in your address, Type in name of your city, CA 94544-1495.

Any discounts from the total net bid must be allowed for payment after the City's acceptance of the new unit or receipt of a correct invoice, whichever occurs later.

The City is exempt from Federal Excise Tax.  California State Sales Tax or Use Tax shall not be included in the quotations; however, will be shown separately and will be paid by the City whenever applicable.

Bidders who feel they can supply a comparable piece of equipment that substantially meets the following specifications are encouraged to submit proposals.  The City will consider all factors relating to the unit, including operating performance, operation safety, service and parts availability, cost and conformance with the specifications.

NOTE:  Exceptions to these specifications will be in writing.

REGISTRATION

The City will do initial registration and licensing.  The vendor shall furnish the original copy of the "Dealer's Report of Sale", temporary license and registration.  The name and address on the "Dealer's Report of Sale" shall read:

DETAILED SPECIFICATION


SOLO TYPE POLICE MOTORCYCE

SCOPE

It is the intent of this specification to describe a Solo Type Police Motorcycle to be used in high-speed highway and/or city traffic for law enforcement work.  The motorcycle will, at times, be operated at speeds in excess of 90 MPH for both short and long distances.  It will be driven on all types of roads and road surfaces, and must possess outstanding handling characteristics, maneuverability, and stability.

It is intended that the manufacturer in the selection of components will use materials and design practices that are the best available in the industry for the type of operating conditions to which the vehicle will be subjected.  Engine, transmission, drive train, brake, suspension, wheel, tire and other component parts of the vehicle shall be selected to provide maximum performance, service life, and safety and not merely meet the minimum requirements of this specification.

The term “heavy duty” as used in this specification shall mean that the item to which the term is applied shall exceed the usual quantity, quality, or capacity supplied with standard production vehicles; and it shall be able to withstand unusual strain, exposure, temperature, wear and use.

Motorcycles offered in compliance with this specification must be manufacturer’s Police models.  Police accessories must be engineered and designed, or certified by the manufacturer of the motorcycle to be compatible with all other components, provide dependable service and not degrade its handling characteristics or appearance.

The City of Type in name of your city is interested in converting its fleet of eleven Kawasaki Police Motorcycles to Harley Davidsons, over time, mainly because of the warranty and “guaranteed buy back” options.  Bidders, please include in your quotation the costs of extended warranty, (three years/unlimited mileage) and a guaranteed buy back or trade in value after three years, if available.

MODEL
Two (2) new, current year production model, Harley Davidson, FLHP, Carbureted, Road King Motorcycles.

ENGINE

1450 cc/88 CID Evolution overhead valve, isolated V-Twin, engine.  Vehicle will be exempt from California emissions laws.

TRANSMISSION

Five speed constant mesh gear box

ELECTRICAL SYSTEM

12‑volt system with a 30 ampere/hour battery and a 45 amp high output alternator and voltage regulator

CLUTCH

Heavy duty multiple wet disc

DRIVE TRAIN

Final belt drive, with a Gates, Kevlar reinforced belt.

BRAKES

Front Brakes: Dual 11 ½ inch drilled disc

Rear Brakes: Single disc

Brakes shall be relatively free from heat fade

TIRES

Front and rear, MM 90X16T, tubeless black wall tires, to be rated for sustained high speed, law enforcement pursuit driving.

WINDSHIELD

A clear lexan windshield shall be provided.

FRAME

Frame shall be constructed of seamless carbon steel tubing and shall be free from the possibility of cracking.

LIGHTING

· Dual element, quartz halogen headlight shall operate with or without the ignition switch in the ON position.  A headlight kill switch shall be provided on the left side of the handlebars so that headlight may be turned off when engine is running.

· Turn signal, single face amber front and rear.  Rear signal flashers are to work together and independent of the front and to work with or without the ignition.

· Two clear lens lights in auxiliary lighting fixtures to be mounted on either side of the headlight.

· Two blue lights #10A to be installed on a plate with the license plate frame.

SIREN

An electronic motorcycle siren shall be installed after delivery by the purchasing agency.  However, the seller shall provide wiring and switches on the motorcycle handlebar that will allow operation of the motorcycle siren and electronic air horn from switches separate from the motorcycle horn button.

SAFETY BARS

Chrome plated, front and rear safety bars shall be provided no wider than the handlebars.

SEAT

Solo deluxe type with air ride

KEYS

One set of keys shall be provided for each motorcycle.  One set includes three (3) keys.

COLOR

Paint shall include two coats of primer.  Finish color shall be a combination of Black, Ditzler #DQE 9000 and Birch White, Ditzler #DQE 8000 and painted as follows:


Frame:

Fenders:
Black with birch white panels

Fuel Tank:
Black with birch white side panels contoured to shape of tank with a 1/8 inch wide black border stripe around the white panel (CHP style)

Saddle Bags
Black 

RADIO PLATFORM

Brackets and a platform for mounting departmental radio over the rear fender shall be provided with a minimum of two inches clearance between seat and front of radio cover.  All radio mounting devices deemed necessary by the manufacturer for safe operation of the motorcycle shall be included.  

SADDLEBAGS
Two (2) factory installed law enforcement type fiberglass saddlebags shall be provided.  Saddlebags shall be lockable with the ignition key, one-hand operation, and waterproof.  Saddlebags shall be finished black.  Rear safety bars shall protect saddlebags.

EXHAUST

High performance cross over dual exhaust shall be provided, including a cylinder head manifold kit, H-D Screaming Eagle high flow carburetor kit and Sampson (or comparable) high performance exhaust system.  

SPEEDOMETER
Certified police analog speedometer shall indicate 0 to 120 miles per hour and shall be accurate within 2 mph throughout the entire range.

ELIMINATIONS
Name plates, medallions, or insignias shall not be installed on fuel tanks or front fender.   No holes are to be left as a result of these deletions.

LEGAL
The motorcycle shall, in all respects, meet or exceed all requirements of the Federal Government Safety Standards for 1999 or 2000 model motorcycles, the California Administrative Code, and the State of California Health and Safety codes.  As an emergency vehicle, this motorcycle will be exempt from the California Emission Standard.  All equipment considered standard shall be included.

WARRANTY
In addition to the standard warranty there shall be a three-year extended unlimited warranty.

TECHNICAL INFORMATION AND MANUALS

The successful bidder shall supply the City of Type in name of your city, Equipment Management Division with the following technical information, at the time the first motorcycle is delivered to the City:

· One (1) copy of the Service Manual covering all components of the motorcycles purchased

· One (1) Parts List covering all part numbers applicable to the motorcycles purchased

· One (1) Rider’s Manual for each motorcycle delivered, together with any literature a person might need to properly operate and maintain the motorcycle.

· Technical Service Bulletins – one (1) copy of each service bulletin already published for the model year motorcycles purchased.  The City of Type in name of your city, Equipment Management Division shall be placed on the mailing list to receive one copy of each Technical Service Bulletin each time they are published by the manufacturer.

PRE-DELIVERY SERVICE
All motorcycles must be completely serviced, inspected, properly adjusted and road tested before delivery, including the proper fill of all fluids and lubricants except fuel.

DELIVERY LOCATION
The motorcycles will be delivered to the City of Type in name of your city, Equipment Management Division, type in your address, Type in name of your city, California, 94544-1495.

REGISTRATION
Initial registration and licensing will be done by the City.  The vendor shall furnish the original copy of the “Dealer’s Report of Sale”, temporary license and registration.  The name and address on the Dealer’s Report of Sale” shall read:
